As Lithuania and Poland prepare for European Union membership, the economic and social difficulties of the Russian Region of Kaliningrad - situated between these two countries – are becoming acute. Geographically separated from the rest of Russia, the Kaliningrad enclave on the Baltic is facing serious economic and social handicaps, which in turn have led to precariously low living standards and to a much less important flow of inward investment than is the case for neighbouring countries and for Russia itself. 
In this situation it is important that Council of Europe member states in general – and the European Union in particular – do their utmost to ensure the fullest possible economic and social integration between Kaliningrad and its immediate and nearby neighbours, in ways that will also serve to promote the economic and social development of the Baltic Sea region as a whole.
